A World of Discovery

AHI Connects | Experiential Dinner.

Lisbon Panoramic Tour. On a panoramic 
tour, see the the Tower of Belem and the 
Monument to the Discoveries. Visit inside 
Jerónimos Monastery and make a photo 
stop at Praça do Comércio on the harbor.

Angra do Heroísmo. On Terceira Island, 
take a tour of this historic city founded in 
1478. Walk past historic churches, ancient  
fortresses, grand palaces and stately homes 
– many dating to the 16th-century. 

Terceira Island. Visit City Hall in Angra do 
Heroísmo to learn about city’s important 
history. Then, visit the villages of Monte 
Brasil and Serra do Cume on this lush island. 
Continue to viewpoints at São Sebastião and 
Praia da Vitoria to witness panoramic views. 
Explore Algar do Carvão, a volcanic cave and 
lava tube. Then visit Biscoitos village to swim 
in a natural pool or meander through town.

Faial Island Tour. Visit Capelinhos Volcano 
to imagine an actual volcano eruption at the 
Interpretation Centre. Then, stop at Caldeira 
viewpoint to see the Azorean crater and 
Ponta da Espalamaca to admire the unique 
view of Horta’s bay and Pico Mountain. 

Ferry to Pico Island. Enjoy a ferry ride from 
Terceira to marvel at vineyards growing in 
volcanic rock, have a wine paired lunch  
and learn about the Azores whaling history. 

Ponta Delgada City Tour. On a guided tour, 
see notable city sites, taste local foods as you 
stroll and visit the Carlos Machado Museum. 

São Miguel Island. Visit the Furnas crater 
to witness its vivid green lake and fumarole 
smoke followed by a stew lunch cooked in 
the hot ground. Stroll the magical, botanical 
Terra Nostra Garden and visit the Gorreana 
Tea Factory for tour and tasting. You’ll also 
witness the Lagoa do Fogo volcantic crater 
and and Caldeira Velha’s famed waterfall. 

Whale Watching. Board a boat to look for 
for sightings of graceful marine mammals in 
the Azores renowned whale sanctuary. 

Jeep Excursion. Ride to to volcanic Sete 
Cidades and visit stunning Canario Lake.
