A World of Discovery

AHI Connects | Calvados Tasting.

Normandy’s famous apple cider brandy is 
among the world’s finest brandies. Visit an 
estate that distills Calvados and learn about 
the production process. Relish a typical 
Norman lunch with a glass of Calvados.

D-Day and the Battle of Normandy.  
Take an emotional journey to sites pivotal  
to Allied success. Visit the Landing Museum 
in Arromanches, and enjoy lunch at a local 
restaurant. Continue along the Calvados 
coastline, which provided the theater 
for Operation Overlord. Visit the Omaha 
Beach Memorial and the solemn Normandy 
American Cemetery at Colleville-sur-Mer. 
Then, travel to the German defensive 
emplacement at Point du Hoc, where U.S. 
Rangers scaled 100-foot cliffs to destroy 
German enemy artillery emplacements.

Château du Bec and Le Havre. Depart 
Honfleur towards Le Havre, crossing the 
famous Pont de Normandie bridge over  
the Seine River. Visit Château du Bec,  
a privately owned, 10th-century castle. 
Meet one of the owners and walk through 
the lovely grounds. Then savor a buffet 
lunch of local cuisine with beer and wine. 
Continue to the reconstructed UNESCO 
World Heritage City of Le Havre, an 
outstanding post-war example of urban 
planning and architecture. Here, visit the 
Musée Malraux of Modern Art (MUMA) to 
view its collection of impressionist paintings.

Mont-Saint-Michel. With one glimpse 
of Mont-Saint-Michel’s singular silhouette 
rising above the surrounding flat sands, 
you’ll know why this UNESCO World 
Heritage site is considered a marvel of the 
Western world. On a guided tour, explore 
this fascinating granite island—home  
to the glorious Abbey Church begun in the  
eighth century—that has served over time  
as a fortress, a monastery and a prison.

Caen and Bayeux. Visit the Caen 
Memorial Museum, France’s premier World 
War II museum, which offers intriguing 
insights through engrossing exhibits, photos 
and videos about World War II, the D-Day 
landings and the Cold War. Then, view 
the 11th-century Bayeux Tapestry, a finely 
stitched artifact nearly 230 feet long. Later, 
be awed by the Gothic details of Bayeux’s  
Notre-Dame Cathedral.

Honfleur. Enjoy a full day at leisure in this 
picturesque town on the coast of Normandy 
immortalized in paintings by Claude Monet. 
Stroll through the stalls on market days, 
situated around the great wooden Church 
of St. Catherine and its belfry tower,  
wander its cobblestone streets, and see the 
timbered houses along the historic harbor.
