Kruger National Park. Venture into 
world-famous Kruger National Park to 
explore the amazing South African bushveld 
on fascinating game drives.

Delight in a game drive at 
The Hide, a private concession in the park 
that is home to over 100 mammals and 400 
bird species. Witness some of the park’s 
residents at a popular watering hole!

Victoria Falls. Revel in the glorious beauty  
and power as awe-inspiring cascades crash 
below you. This natural wonder, recognized 

as the planet’s largest curtain of water, is so 
grand it can be seen from 50 miles away! 

Chobe National Park. Spectacular Chobe 
is hailed for its numerous elephant herds 
and varied bird populations.
