Depart your gateway city for Dusseldorf,
Germany. 4®

Day 2| Diisseldorf, Germany

Upon arrival, transfer to the pier and embark
the MS Amadeus Imperial.

This evening, meet your fellow travelers at a
Welcome Reception and Dinner.

Day 3| Diusseldorf

e Diisseldorf Tour. Admire this dynamic city’s
modern architecture, including the bustling
Medienhafen riverfront area, on a scenic tour.

Visit breathtaking Aachen Cathedral, notable
for Charlemagne’s richly decorated imperial
chapel and his original throne. Next, walk in
the historic center and spa area, then finish
at the city’s cheery Christmas market.

Free Time: After lunch on the ship, explore

Dusseldorf’s six wonderful Christkindimarkts,

featuring themes such as fairy tales and angels.

Day 4| Cologne

The ship moors in Cologne today.

Cologne Walking Tour. Koélner Dom, the city’s
majestic cathedral, is northern Europe’s largest
Gothic church and a UNESCO World Heritage
site. Topped by two filigreed spires, it was built
over a period of more than 630 years. On a
guided stroll, see the highlights of Cologne’s
old town. Afterward, take in the cathedral’s
awe-inspiring fagade before heading inside

to admire the details of the splendid interior.
Free Time: This afternoon, complimentary
shuttles will run between the ship and the city
center. Shop for handcrafted mementos at

the Christmas market outside the cathedral.

On the way to Rudesheim this morning, sail
through a stunning section of the river known
as the Rhine Gorge. This picturesque, gently
curving 40-mile stretch was designated a
UNESCO World Heritage site for its historical,
cultural and geological significance.

At a captivating museum, be amazed by the
incredible ingenuity and melodies of music
boxes, player pianos and other restored
mechanical musical instruments.

®Rhine Wine Tasting. Visit the tranquil Abbey
of St. Hildegard and learn about St. Hildegard
of Bingen, a prominent and multitalented



woman in the medieval church. Later, sample

the region’s fine wines at a family-run winery.
Enrichment: German Holiday Traditions.
From Advent wreaths to Christmas baking,
learn about cherished family customs at home.

Day 6| Mannheim | Heidelberg

The ship arrives early in the port of Mannheim.

Heidelberg Castle & Town. Step inside
Heidelberg Castle overlooking the Neckar
Valley and see the immense wine barrel built
in 1591, which once contained 34,342 gallons
of wine! Continue with a pleasant guided walk
in the old town and along the banks of the
Neckar River. Relax over lunch at a German
restaurant, where you'll feel the comfortable,
friendly ambience known as gemditlichkeit.

cloves, citrus and wine, a wintertime classic!

Day 8| Breisach, Germany | Freiburg

The ship docks in Breisach this morning.

Freiburg. Stroll in the historic center of this
lively university city to admire its 13th-century
cathedral, turreted Merchants’ Hall and other
highlights. Visit the Christkindlmarkt, where
marzipan and chestnuts are popular treats.
