Day 4| Orvieto

The Hill Town of Orvieto. Venture to this
picturesque town and Umbrian jewel perched
atop a dramatic volcanic tuff cliff. Take a guided
walk along the hilly, cobblestone streets to the
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Piazza del Duomo, the lively town square lined
with cafés, wine bars and artisan shops. Peek
into the town’s charming alleys as you stroll
while admiring the breathtaking vistas over the
Umbrian countryside’s rolling hills. Stroll around
the Piazza del Duomo, the town’s square in the
heart of Orvieto. See the medieval Palazzo del
Capitano del Popolo, with its striking tower, and
the Duomo di Orvieto, a masterpiece of Italian
Gothic architecture. Admire its stunning fagade,
with intricate golden mosaics, bronze doors,

a large rose window and detailed bas-reliefs.
Free Time: Relish some free time in Orvieto.

Olive Oil Mill & Museum. Just outside Orvieto,
visit the Oleoteca Bartolomei Olive Oil Mill &
Museum, where the Bartolomei family has
produced olive oil for generations. Learn from
family members about their olive oil-making
process, which blends traditional and modern
methods, see historical artifacts such as ancient
presses and storage jars, and savor a delicious
lunch and olive il tasting on the property!

Day 5| Cortona| Montepulciano

A Day in Tuscany. Begin in hilltop Cortona
with a guided walk past historic palazzos and
charming piazzas. Step inside the 11th-century
Cortona Cathedral, stop for a coffee break
and continue to the Museum of the Etruscan
Academy for a tour. Admire the collection of
ancient Etruscan, Roman and Egyptian artifacts
while learning about Cortona’s rich history.
Continue to the charming, medieval town of
Montepulciano to be awed by Renaissance
Italy’s classical antiquity. From the Piazza
Grande central square, surrounded by historic
palaces and churches, the Town Hall and the
Duomo, enjoy a leisurely walk through the
town’s winding streets. As you stroll, peek
inside the town’s mysterious underground

wine cellars, dating back to Etruscan times.

Day 6| Perugia

Winery Cooking Demonstration. Visit a
local Perugian winery to delight in a cooking
demonstration. Learn the secrets of traditional
Umbrian recipes as the chef prepares authentic
dishes, such as homemade pasta and cakes.

Then, indulge in the rustic, seasonal and
flavorful cuisine with paired wines for lunch.

Free Time: The remainder of the day is at your
leisure. Perhaps browse local boutiques or
relax in one of Perugia’s scenic public squares.

Day 7| Assisi| Gubbio

The City of St. Francis. Make a pilgrimage to
Assisi, the birth and burial place of St. Francis,
to visit the Basilica of San Francesco d’Assisi,
a revered masterpiece of medieval architecture.
Inside, discover luminous frescoes illustrating
the life of St. Francis and, in a crypt beneath
the basilica’s heart, view the sacred, holy tomb
of St. Francis, a divine spiritual space.

Continue to the baroque, Renaissance-style
Basilica di Santa Maria degli Angeli to admire
its harmonious proportions, with a light-filled
central dome, elegant artwork, sculptures and
frescoes. View the Chapel of Transit, where
St. Francis died in 1226. At the basilica’s center,
discover the ancient stone Porziuncola chapel,
where St. Francis experienced his divine calling
and founded the Franciscan order in 1209.
Qutside, stroll the tranquil Rose Garden, also
referred to as the “Thornless Rose Garden,”

Homemade Umbrian pasta
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a sacred place where St. Francis is said
to have witnessed the Miracle of the Roses.

Medieval Gubbio. Set out to explore this
picturesque city at the foot of Mount Ingino.
Stroll to the Piazza Grande square and admire
the Gothic 14th-century Palazzo del Popolo’s
grand arches and bell tower. Stop for lunch
and then continue to see the 13th-century
Cathedral of St. Mariano and St. James.

Day 8| Todi

Enrichment: Contemporary Italy.

Historic Todi. Discover this charming town
perched on a hill in the Tiber River Valley. Stroll
to the medieval Piazza del Popolo square, the
Prior’s Palace grand fagade and the Gothic
and Romanesque Todi Cathedral, towering
over the piazza. Admire the symmetry of the
Renaissance Cathedral of Saint Mary, with its
centralized Greek-cross layout and massive
central dome. Visit the San Fortunato Church
to admire the contrast between the simple,
elegant facade and the vast, majestic interior.

Raise a toast to your Umbrian adventure at
this evening’s Farewell Reception and Dinner.

After breakfast, check out and depart for
your gateway city. AHI FlexAir passengers
are transferred D to Leonardo da Vinci
International Airport for their flight4s home.
