Barocco Leccese. Witness whimsical Barocco 
Leccese architecture, where cherubs, garlands 
and lyrical scrolls decorate fanciful façades.  
In the heart of Piazza Sant’Oronzo, see  
Le Colonne Romane, which marked the end  
of the Roman Appian Way, and the ruins  
of a Roman amphitheater.
