A World of Discovery

AHI Connects | Czech Brewery Tour 
and Tasting. Visit a craft brewery to learn 
about the Czech Republic’s distinctive strong 
beers and lagers, plus savor beer tastings!

Prague’s Old Town. Set out on a guided 
walk in this historic capital known as the 
City of a Thousand Spires. Stroll the heart 
of the old town while admiring the colorful 
baroque and Gothic architecture. Stop at 
the Astronomical Clock, installed in 1410,  
to witness the hourly “Walk of the Apostles,” 
a mesmerizing display of storytelling, spiritual 
symbolism and medieval mechanics.

Cruise the Vltava River. Embark on the 
river ship to begin your cruise. Admire the 
scenery as the ship glides by Bohemia’s 
picturesque landscape of lush vineyards, 
storybook villages and ancient castles.  

Konopiště Castle. Cruise to Štěchovice 
to visit this 13th-century fortress, once the 
House of Habsburg’s hunting lodge, and an 
example of French-influenced fortification 
architecture. Be awed by the impressive 
collection of hunting trophies, medieval 
weapons and armor that belonged to the 
late Archduke Franz Ferdinand of Austria.

Prague Castle. Today, explore the world’s 
largest ancient castle complex with a guide. 
Marvel at the Castle Square gate and the 
Castle Gallery, and stroll the cobblestone, 
16th-century Golden Lane to marvel at the 
tiny, colorful cottages built into the castle’s 
fortifications. Pass the Old Royal Palace and 
visit the castle’s crown jewel and Gothic 
masterpiece – St. Vitus Cathedral. 

Prague’s Historic Jewish Quarter. Take a 
guided walk to discover Prague’s Jewish life 
over the centuries. Visit the National Jewish 
Museum, the Old and New Synagogue and 
the world’s oldest Jewish cemetery, where 
roughly 12,000 tombstones commemorate 
an estimated 100,000 people buried here.

Nelahozeves Castle. Tour this exquisite 
Bohemian Renaissance castle, once home 
to Bohemian princesses and queens. Inside, 
be awed by the rich collection of furniture and 
paintings by Dutch masters for a glimpse into 
the Baroque-period luxurious lifestyle of the 
oldest, most eminent noble Bohemian family. 
Visit Czech composer Antonín Dvořák’s 
birthplace on the castle grounds and savor a 
tasting of wines from the castle’s vineyards. 

Dresden Highlights. Cruise to Mělník and 
begin a panoramic tour of royal Dresden.

Admire historic castles across the river, the 
Blue Wonder bridge and the posh Weisser 
Hirsch residential neighborhood. Enjoy a  
guided walk in the capital’s heart and see 
the Church of Our Lady, the Royal Catholic 
Cathedral and the Royal Castle. Marvel at 
the  baroque Dresden Zwinger complex  
and the Taschenbergpalais Hotel, and visit 
the Green Vault to view exquisite treasures. 

Dresden Opera House. Relish a guided tour 
of the Semperoper, a celebrated architectural 
masterpiece with opulent interiors, gilded 
details, frescoes and grand staircases.

Litoměřice Tour. Visit one of Bohemia’s 
oldest cities, established in the 10th century 
on the site of a Slavic fortress. Stroll the Old 
Town encircled by medieval walls, passing 
the Old Town Hall, baroque Bishop’s Palace 
and Romanesque St. Stephen’s Cathedral.
