A World of Discovery

@®AHI Connects | Nubian Village. Stroll
amid the village’s brightly painted homes
and be welcomed by a local family for tea.

Grand Egyptian Museum (GEM). Packed
with thousands of stunning relics that span
from pre-history to the Roman era, the GEM
also boasts Tutankhamen’s burial treasures,
an incomparable trove of 5,000 objects
displayed together for the first time since
the discovery of his tomb in 1922,

Saqgara. In this ancient necropolis, visit the
Mastaba of Mereruka, the Pyramid Tomb

of King Teti and the Step Pyramid of Djoser.
Pyramids of Giza. Be awed by the majestic
Great Pyramid constructed with roughly

2.3 million massive blocks of stone, and
study the enigmatic Sphinx up close.
Al-Muizz Street & Islamic Cairo. Walk
with your guide along lively Al-Muizz, where
Cairo’s many grand mosques are located.
Tour the 13th-century Qalawun complex,
featuring a madrassa, mausoleum and
historic hospital, and Bayt Al-Suhaymi,

a beautiful, 17th-century house. Afterward,
check out the colorful Khan el Khalili bazaar.
Coptic Cairo. Visit the Hanging Church,
one of the oldest in Egypt, and the Church
of St. Sergius and Bacchus, said to have
been built over a cave where the Holy
Family rested after fleeing to Egypt. Head
next to Ben Ezra Synagogue, once a church
and Egypt’s oldest synagogue.

Luxor Museum. Admire splendid artifacts
that embody the glory of ancient Thebes.

Temple of Luxor. Sail on a felucca to this
vast complex, which was started during

the reign of Amenhotep Il and expanded by
subsequent rulers, including Tutankhamen,
Ramses Il and Alexander the Great.

Luxor’s West Bank: The Valleys of the
Kings & Queens. Visit this legendary area
where New Kingdom pharaohs and their
families awaited immortality. Go inside the
celebrated tombs of Tutankhamen and Seti,
and explore the Temple of Hatshepsut. Stop

Learn how
the Institute preserves ancient sites through
unigue documentation and restoration work.

Temple of Karnak. Visit this ancient religious
center notable for its astonishing hypostyle
hall of 134 gigantic columns.

Temple of Horus at Edfu. View reliefs about
ancient religious rituals and political life.
Temple of Kom Ombo. Explore this unusual
double temple dedicated to Sobek, the god
of fertility, and Haroeris, the god of the sky.
Philae Temple Complex. Sail to this island
temple complex dedicated to the goddess
Isis for a tour. Later, learn about handcrafting
papyrus at the Papyrus Institute.

Abu Simbel. Fly to this top-rated site to
appreciate the breathtaking Great Temple
of Ramses Il and the Temple of Hathor.
