Day 1| In Transit
Depart for Bordeaux, France. 43
Day 2| Bordeaux, France

Upon arrival, transfer to the Renaissance
Bordeaux Hotel. Tonight, meet your fellow
travelers at a Welcome Dinner at a restaurant.

Day 3| Bordeaux

Enrichment: Viniculture & Traditions
of Bordeaux.

Bordeaux Walking Tour. Get acquainted with
this dynamic wine capital on the Garonne River
that brims with 18th-century architecture. See
the Grand Théétre, the Place du Parlement and
the regal Porte Cailhau gate, then linger at the
Miroir d’Eau, a wide reflecting pool before the
handsome buildings of the Place de la Bourse.

Relax over a delicious lunch with your group.

La Cité du Vin. Enjoy an enriching interactive
experience at this modern museum devoted to
wine culture and winemaking. Gain interesting
insights on many facets, from wine’s historical
impact and influence on the arts to terroirs
around the globe and the complexities of
viticulture. Conclude with a glass of wine

and scenic views overlooking the city.

Day 4| Saint-Emilion

Saint-Emilion. Journey into the heart of the
idyllic Bordeaux wine region to this splendid
medieval town surrounded by lush vineyards.
The Romans first cultivated grapes here, and
by the Middle Ages, the region’s many small
estates had thriving vineyards. Take a guided

Monolithic Church, Saint-Emilion

walk along Saint-Emilion’s narrow lanes and
then head into its impressive, underground
Monolithic Church. Carved out of the limestone
rock by Benedictine monks in the 12th century,
it commemorates Emilion, the eighth-century
monk who settled in a cave here, performed
miracles and established a religious community.

Relish lunch in town after your explorations.

Bordeaux Winery Visit. Draw upon your newly
acquired wine knowledge as you sample fine
vintages at a highly regarded winery.

Free Time: Your evening is at leisure.

Day 5| Arcachon Bay

Arcachon Bay. This large, shallow body of
water, called Le Bassin by locals, is ideal for
oyster farming. On a jaunt aboard a traditional
pinasse boat, soak up its picturesque beauty
and landmarks such as Dune du Pilat, Europe’s
largest sand dune, and the cabane tchanquées,
wooden cabins on stilts built by oyster farmers
to watch over their farms. Finish with a tasting
of fresh oysters and lunch along the shore.

Free Time: Set your own agenda in Bordeaux.

Day 6| Bayonne | Biarritz |
San Sebastian, Spain

Check out today and depart for Spain with
stops in the French Basque Country.

Bayonne. France’s Basque capital boasts the
majestic Cathedral of Saint Mary of Bayonne,
an important stop on the Way of St. James
pilgrimage route during the Middle Ages. Walk
through its stunning Gothic cloisters on a tour
and stroll around Bayonne’s historic center.

Fill your glass right from the cask at a cozy
Basque cider house during lunch.

Biarritz. A fashionable resort town since the
19th century, Biarritz is also regarded as one
of France’s great surfing spots. On a guided
waterfront walk from St. Eugénie Church

to the rugged rocks of Rocher de la Vierge,
take in the old fishing port, the medieval
watch tower and sweeping ocean views.
Cross the border into Spain and check in to
the Catalonia Donosti Hotel in San Sebastian.

Day 7| San Sebastian

San Sebastian. Called Donostia in Basque,
San Sebastian became known as a resort
town when Queen Isabella Il chose it as her
summer seaside retreat in the mid-1800s.
Spanish royalty and aristocrats followed,

and the city expanded with grand Belle
Epoque buildings. See its highlights, including
the 18th-century, baroque Basilica de Santa
Maria del Coro, on a guided walk through

the buzzing old town and along the waterfront
promenade by spectacular La Concha Bay.

Cabane tchanquées, Arcachon Bay

End at the San Telmo Museum, where you'’ll
delve into the history of Basque culture.

Enrichment: A History of Northern Spain.

Day 8| Bilbao

Bilbao & the Guggenheim Museum. Hailed
as a 20th-century architectural icon, the bold,
striking Guggenheim Bilbao by architect Frank
Gehry sparked an ambitious revitalization of
Bilbao after it opened in 1997. View its modern
and contemporary artworks with a guide, and
then admire vibrant Bilbao on a panoramic
tour, followed by lunch in town.

Day 9| Laguardia

Travel today to Laguardia in the Rioja Alavesa,
part of Spain’s celebrated Rioja wine region.

San Telmo Museum, housed inside a 16th-century
Dominican convent, San Sebastian
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Laguardia. Founded in the 10th century, this
lovely, compact walled town sits in the verdant
Ebro Valley beside the Cantabrian Mountains.
Feel immersed in its medieval ambience on

a guided walk that features the 13th-century
fortifications, the Romanesque church and
the underground network of wine cellars.
Riojan Barbecue & Winery Visit. Enjoy a
traditional Riojan barbecue lunch in Laguardia,
then taste outstanding Rioja Alavesa wines

at an excellent winery.

Day 10 | San Sebastian

Free Time: The day is yours in San Sebastian!
Perhaps you'll dive into its acclaimed culinary
scene of restaurants and pintxos (tapas) bars.
You can also opt for the Elective Activity.

& Elective | Pamplona. Meander down the
colorful streets famous for the Running of the
Bulls. On a guided walk, see the bullfighting
ring, Castle Square and Pamplona Cathedral.
Celebrate your travels together at tonight’s
Farewell Reception and Dinner at a restaurant.
