Free Time: Find a café for lunch and explore
more of picturesque, medieval Arles to
discover its rich artistic heritage at leisure.

Les Baux & St. Remy. Delight in visits to two
quintessentially Provencal villages. Les Baux,
perched atop towering limestone cliffs, boasts
breathtaking views, a tiny medieval village and
ancient fortress. In romantic St. Remy, gaze at
the lush, perfumed valleys that inspired over
150 of Vincent Van Gogh's paintings during
one of his most artistically fruitful periods.

Return to Aix for a festive group dinner tonight.

St. Remy

Marseille. This dazzling, vibrant port city on
the Mediterranean coast was founded around
600 B.C. and is France’s oldest city. Set out
on a coach and walking tour to discover the
tapestry of eclectic neighborhoods, diverse
cultures and architectural wonders. See Palais
Longchamp and drive along the harbor up to
Notre-Dame de la Garde basilica to witness
spectacular panoramic views. Stroll along the
