Day 1| In Transit

Depart your gateway city for Paris, France.4s
Day 2| Paris, France

Upon arrival, transfer® and embark your ship.

Day 3| Conflans-Sainte-Honorine |
Versailles

Palace of Versailles. Today you'll visit France’s
grandest palace, Versailles, the political capital
and seat of the royal court from 1682 to 1789.
On a guided tour, see the lavish King’s Grand
Apartment and the dazzling Hall of Mirrors, with
its 17 massive mirrors opposite 17 matching
windows creating the illusion of infinite space,
and where the Treaty of Versailles was signed.

Relish some free time to meander the famous
formal French gardens created by Andre Le
Notre before returning to the ship for lunch.
Relax on the sun deck while cruising to Rouen
and savor a delicious dinner on board tonight.

Day 4| Jumiéges | Rouen

Ancient Abbeys. Venture through the French
countryside to visit the ruins of the Benedictine
Abbey of Jumieges, one of the most powerful
abbeys in medieval France. The remains of the
current building are from the 11th century, but
the original monastery was founded 300 years

earlier. Walk among the abbey’s soaring white
towers and discover the cloisters and remains
of the Eglise St Pierre. Continue and stop for a
brief visit at Abbey Saint-Wandrille, which still
houses a monastic community, and appreciate
its Gothic and rococo-style adornments.

Return to the ship to relax over lunch on board.

Rouen Discovery. Take a guided walk around
Rouen’s medieval quarter, passing half-timbered
houses and ornate Gothic churches. Marvel at
the grand Notre-Dame de Rouen, captured in
over 30 paintings by Claude Monet. Be awed
by the 14th-century Gros-Horloge astronomical
clock, and hear tales of the martyr, Joan of Arc.

After an enriching day, return to the ship for a
relaxing dinner as the ship cruises for Honfleur.

Day 5| Honfleur

Honfleur. Continue the day in the French port
town that has captivated artists like Monet and
Boudin for centuries. Soak up the ambience of

Gros-Horloge, Rouen
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its picture-perfect old harbor, located where
the Seine River meets the English Channel.
Stroll along the rebuilt post-war streets and
pass notable sites, including the all-wooden,
15th-century Eglise Sainte-Catherine.

French Chanson Performance. Singers will

entertain you with lyrical French art songs.

Day 6| D-Day Beaches | Caen |
Caudebec-en-Caux

Normandy & D-Day. Immerse yourself in
World War Il history on a guided tour. Begin
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at Pointe du Hoc to hear the story of the U.S.
Rangers who scaled cliffs to destroy German
artillery emplacements that threatened troops
landing on Omaha and Utah beaches. Next,
visit Omaha Beach to contemplate the bravery
of the Allied landing forces, who advanced
under devastating fire across a heavily fortified
shoreline to overcome German troops. Pay
tribute at the Normandy American Cemetery,
containing 9,385 graves of Americans that
died in the invasion and subsequent battles.

Head to Caen for lunch, followed by a visit to
the moving Mémorial de Caen peace museum.

Return to the ship, now docked in Caudebec-
en-Caux, for cruising and dinner tonight.

Day 7| Giverny |Vernon

Monet, His Life in Giverny. Visit the visionary
impressionist’s Giverny house. See the studio

Monument, Normandy American Cemetery
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where he created his “Water Lilies” series, and
inside his pink stucco home filled with color
and personality. Marvel at the Clos Normand
flower garden and the water garden’s lily pond
and wisteria-covered Japanese bridge.

Rejoin the ship in Vernon and enjoy lunch,
afternoon cruising and dinner this evening.

Day 8| Paris

Seine River Cruise & Latin Quarter Walk.
Witness Paris from the water on a delightful
cruise on the Seine. View iconic landmarks,
including the Louvre, Eiffel Tower and Musée
d’Orsay as you glide beneath iconic bridges.
Then, take a guided walk on fle de la Cité in
Paris’ historic heart. Pass Notre-Dame and
cross the Archbishop’s Bridge, while learning
about the Latin Quarter’s fascinating history.
