Depart your gateway city for Malaga, Spain. 43

Day 2| Malaga, Spain | Antequera

Upon arrival, transfer to Antequera and check
in to the Parador de Antequera.

Tonight, get to know your fellow travelers at a
Welcome Reception and Dinner at the parador.

Day 3| Antequera

Ancient Antequera. The prehistoric Menga
and Viera dolmens were built by farmers in
the valley between 3500 and 3000 B.C. On

a guided tour of this UNESCO World Heritage
site, imagine the labor and skill involved

in constructing these immense stone burial
chambers. Then, embark on a guided walk
through Antequera. Start at the Alcazaba,

the 14th-century Moorish fortress that once
guarded the city, where you’ll enjoy sweeping
views. Continue into the old town to admire its
landmarks and stop for lunch after your walk.

Free Time: The afternoon is yours to plan.

Enrichment: Andalucia and the Moorish
Influence. A local expert examines the lasting
impact of eight centuries of Muslim rule.

Day 4| Granada

The Palace City of Alhambra. Travel today

to the Alhambra, a UNESCO World Heritage
site, in Granada. This exquisite Moorish palace
complex and fortress was constructed in the
13th and 14th centuries by the kings of the
Nasrid dynasty who sought to create their own
paradise on earth. Admire intricately filigreed
courtyards and halls in the Palacios Nazaries,

walk through the fortress and stroll in the
gardens of Generalife. Relax later over lunch at
the Parador de Granada within the Alhambra.

Day 5| Ronda

Ronda. Spectacularly set above El Tajo
Gorge over the open countryside, Ronda is

a showstopper and the largest of Andalucia’s
pueblos blancos, or white towns. Begin your
guided walk at the bullring, Plaza de Toros,
established in 1785. Stand in the arena and
delve into the dramatic world of bulifighting at
its museum. Later, soak up marvelous views of
Ronda from the terrace of Casa de San Juan
Bosco. Cap off your Ronda visit with a tour of
the beautiful Iglesia de Santa Maria la Mayor.

Day 6| Sevilla
Sevilla. Get acquainted with southern Spain’s

cultural heart on a scenic/walking tour. At the
beautiful Murillo Gardens, admire fountains
and benches adorned in tiles as well as native
trees and flowering plants. Then, walk in the
vibrant Barrio de Santa Cruz. See the Moorish
watchtower by the river and the centuries-old
bullring. Next, visit the grand Real Alcézar, a
medieval Moorish palace still in use today as
a royal residence, and the stunning Cathedral
of Sevilla, the world’s largest Gothic church,
together named a UNESCO World Heritage
site. End with free time for lunch on your own.
Museo de Bellas Artes. Take in exceptional
works of art at one of Spain’s finest galleries,
housed in a majestic, 17th-century former
Ronda

convent. Religious art from the Baroque period
is a special highlight with pieces by renowned
painters Francisco de Zurbaran and Bartolomé
Esteban Murillo, among others.

Free Time: Return to the hotel for leisure time.
Day 7| Cérdoba

Cérdoba. A UNESCO World Heritage site,
Cordoba’s mosque-cathedral, La Mezquita,
contains the finest examples of Moorish
architecture in Spain. While the mosque was
built in the eighth century, the cathedral was
erected within the complex in the 16th century
after Spanish forces recaptured Cérdoba

in 1236. The mixture of Islamic and Christian
decorative elements dazzles the eye, including
the prayer hall of striped arches, the golden
mihrab, the altar screen and the mahogany
choir stalls. Afterward, see the Roman bridge
over the Guadalquivir River, and walk along
the Jewish quarter’s winding lanes lined with
whitewashed houses.

Wine tasting
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Free Time: Make lunch plans in Cérdoba.

Join your group this evening for dinner at a
restaurant in Antequera, followed by a spirited
flamenco performance.

Day 8| Malaga

Enrichment: Spanish Art Through the Ages.
Gain insights about Spain’s artistic legends.

Travel to dynamic Malaga to tour two of its
most prestigious museums.

Museo Picasso Malaga. Study captivating
art by Pablo Picasso on a guided tour at this
museum in the city of his birth. The selections
on display are ones that he kept for himself or
created for family members.

Free Time: Choose a nice spot for lunch.

Museo Carmen Thyssen Malaga. Appreciate
a private collection of impressive paintings by
prominent Spanish artists of the 19th and early
20th centuries as well as other masterpieces.
Celebrate your journey tonight at a Farewell
Reception and Dinner at the parador.
