Visit this African American
Methodist Episcopal church, founded in
1816 and a touchstone of racial tension
ever since. Enjoy a private tour and lecture
by Lee Bennett, Jr., a retired Army officer
and volunteer historian, who will speak on
the church’s history around issues of race.

Historic Charleston. On a guided tour, visit
the historic district with an emphasis on
African American contributions and history.
